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pronunciation are concerned. English outside the classroom is not a school subject 
requiring a high score, but rather it is an effective tool for people to communicate 
with each other. 

 
4. You should first try to study how to ask questions. If a foreigner understands and 

answers your question, you will gain confidence in your ability to communicate with 
foreigners.  

 
5. You should not compare your English with that of other learners of English. You 

should compare your present English ability with your ability when you began to 
study. You will find out how much your English has improved.
